1. original articles: maximum 15 (fifteen) pages;

2. review articles: maximum 20 (twenty) pages;

Materials and methods

The section Material and methods can precede or follow the section Results and discussion, but they must be separated.

Results and discussion

1. Figures and Subtitles:

+ Include figures in the text with titles and subtitles, following their appearance order.
+ Explicitly reference each figure in numerical order (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2(a), Figure 2(b), etc.).
+ Place the figure title on top of the figure.

* Subtitles should be concise, preferably appearing in a box on the figure or in the title.
2. File Format for [lustrations:

* Provide a .zip or .tar file containing high-definition (.png format, minimum 300 dpi) illustrations.

» Name individual files in the order they appear in the text (e.g., Figl.png, Fig2.png).
3. Copyrighted Material:

« If using copyrighted material, obtain written permission from the owners to reproduce the illustrations.

+ Clearly indicate the source of the illustration and include the phrase "Reproduced from..." in the illustra-
tion.
