1.1. Introduction

The LaTeX dissertation template project is in beta and aims to fulfill University format
requirements when one follows the instructions, resolves errors and warnings, and does
not change the style file or font settings. Your graduate group may have additional for-
matting requirements like specific citation and bibliography styles. Check with your advi-
sor and edit the template as needed. Please consult the Office of the Provost dissertation

Formatting FAQs for the most up-to-date requirements and policies.

1.2. Getting Started

The template is optimized for the LaTeX editor Overleaf and pdfLaTeX. Other LaTeX
editing programs may require you to compile the document more than once. To claim your

free Overleaf Pro account, go to the Penn Libraries Overleaf Portal and click on the green

“Log in through your institution” button.

1.3. Template Tips

1.3.1. Chapters, sections, and subsections

Use the \chpt command to create chapters that comply with University formatting re-
quirements instead of the \chapter command. Create sections with the \section com-
mand and subsections with the \subsection command. You may wish to split chapters
into separate .tex files for easier document management. You can use the \include{}

command to add the chapters to your main .tex file. Click here to learn more.
1.3.2. Packages

The template automatically loads the packages it requires to function. See the Packages-
LoadedbyTemplate.tex file for a complete list of all the packages loaded by the template.
You may manually load other packages if you wish, and Overleaf will give you a warning
message when you compile your document if your package conflicts with one of the tem-
plate’s packages. If you receive a warning, you can consult the specified package documen-

tation on CTAN for a possible resolution.
1.3.3. Margins

Remember to resolve all overfull or underfull warnings to help ensure your dissertation
meets the margin requirements. Click here to learn how to identify and resolve the warn-

ings. Common causes of warnings include

e LaTeX can’t automatically break long mathematical expressions across multiple

lines. Chapter 3 demonstrates two methods for manually splitting equations.

e LaTeX may not know where to hyphenate long words. You can manually control the
hyphenation by using the \hyphenation{} hints command. For example, write the

\hyphenation{rep-re-sent-a-tive} in the preamble to tell LaTeX where it can

break the word “representative.”

e The verbatim environment and the \verb command remove LaTeX’s formatting con-

trols. There may be instances that require you to manually adjust line breaks.
e The breaklinks option of the hyperref package is activated, however there may be
instances of URLs running into the margins that require your manual intervention.
1.3.4. Page orientation

The template’s default page orientation is portrait. Use the landscape environment to cre-
ate landscape pages. Page number location and margins will automatically update like

page 7.

2.2. Figures

The captions of figures inside the figure environment (see Figure 1) will display in the List

of Illustrations. Use the \1label to label figures.

LaTeX takes into account line and page breaks when determining where to place floating
objects like figures and tables on a page. You can override LaTeX’s placement decisions by

using the float package options. Consult the float package documentation to learn how to

gain more control over where and how float objects display.

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CHAPTER 3
EQUATIONS

The template automatically loads several math packages like amsmath, amssymb, and
amsfonts. The split and the multline environments allow you to split an equation over
multiple lines. Equation 3.1 is written in the split environment, and Equation 3.2 is in the
multline environment. Notice the differences in how the two environments align the equa-

tions and where they place the equation number.

CITATIONS AND BIBLIOGRAPHY

LaTeX bibliography packages and citation management programs enable you to efficiently
cite and format bibliographic references. You can manage bibliographic entries in a sepa-
rate bibliography database file (*.bib) or you can embed the entries directly into the main
tex file. While the LaTeX template was built for the former approach, you can modify it

to accommodate latter.

5.1. Getting Started

Please watch this short video to learn the principles underpinning the template bibliogra-

phy before proceeding.

5.2. Default Template Settings

The commands written in sampledissertation.tex load the natbib package in its preamble

and reference the bibliographic entries stored in bibliography.bib.

This is an example inline citation [1]. If you want to cite two publications in one place like
[2], [3], write one citation command. You can add a prenote or postnote [4, p. 78| to a ci-

tation.

5.3. Customization

Citation and bibliography formatting commands are written in the main .tex file for your
convenience. You can edit the relevant code in the .tex file to produce citation and bib-
liography styles appropriate for your field. If you wish to make significant to changes to
the structure of the bibliography, you may need to edit the bibliof environment defined in

upennstyle.sty.

5.3.1. Styles and formatting 1

The natbib package, selected format and style options, and example citations are for demon-
stration. In addition to natbib, other packages and accompanying documentation are free

to download from CTAN. Always consult the package documentation for additional cita-
tion and bibliography commands and formatting options. Remember that the available

commands and styles differ between packages.
5.3.2. Embedded bibliography

You can edit the template to manage your bibliography directly in the .tex file obviating
the need for a separate .bib file. Replace the \bibliography command in the bibliof en-
vironment with the list of bibitems and edit relevant code elsewhere in the template as

needed.
